Thank you for your interest in the Occupational Therapy Assistant Program at Shawnee Community College.  The College has an Open Door Admission Policy, however, there are some programs which have admission requirements.  You will find the admission requirements for the Occupational Therapy Assistant Program on the second page of this packet.  

Please read through the information carefully.

Admission into the Occupational Therapy Assistant Program is based on the composite score of the following:
· required entrance test – Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS), 
· points awarded for excelling in the designated prerequisite science classes. 
· Additional points may also be received for completing a high school College and Career Pathway Endorsement (CCPE).
This process is explained in detail within this packet.  

Please note that our Occupational Therapy Assistant program requires one prerequisite course: Anatomy and Physiology I (with a lab) taken within the last 5 years.  We also strongly recommend taking Biology 115 - Human Biology (with a lab), prior to starting this program.

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The associate-degree-level occupational therapy assistant program is accredited by the Accreditation Council for Occupational Therapy Education (ACOTE) of the American Occupational Therapy Association (AOTA), located at 7501 Wisconsin Avenue, Suite 510E, North Bethesda, MD 20814. ACOTE’s telephone number is (301) 652-6611 and its web address is https://acoteonline.org. Graduates of the program will be eligible to sit for the national certification examination for the occupational therapy assistant administered by the National Board for Certification in Occupational Therapy (NBCOT). After successful completion of this exam, the individual will be a Certified Occupational Therapy Assistant (COTA). In addition, all states require licensure in order to practice; however, state licenses are usually based on the results of the NBCOT Certification Examination. Note that a felony conviction may affect a graduate’s ability to sit for the NBCOT certification examination or attain state licensure.

Admission Requirements

The following procedures apply to all prospective students seeking admission to Shawnee Community College Occupational Therapy Assistant (OTA) program.  Failure to comply with the deadline dates designated by the College will terminate the application for the class in which the applicant is seeking admission; and it will be the responsibility of the applicant to inform the Allied Health Department if he/she wishes to be considered for admission to a future class.  Test scores are good for two years; however, a new application must be completed each year and submitted by the required deadline.

1.  All application materials must be delivered to the Allied Health Department Administrative Assistant by March 28, 2025. The required application 
     materials include:  
· a completed Occupational Therapy Assistant Application form (found in this packet)
· unofficial College Transcript
· degree audit signed by an academic advisor 
· driver’s license/picture ID 
· TEAS test scores.  

If not a Shawnee Community College student, please complete the entire Shawnee Community College application for admission.

2.  Follow the procedure for taking the Pre-Admission Examination (TEAS Test) as listed in this packet. A TEAS Score of 60 or greater is required.

3.  Students are rank-ordered for admission based on admission scores..  Preference is given to in-district applicants. All other out-of-district  
     applicants are rank-ordered below the in-district list.  

4.  Admission Scores:  Points will be added to the Adjusted Individual Total Score (provided you have made at least 60% on TEAs Exam), for 
     successful completion of Anatomy and Physiology I. Points will be given as follows:  A = 3 points, B = 2 points. These points will be counted only 
     at the time of the class selection in April.  Classes completed after that time will not count as points toward admission, as those courses are
     prerequisites. Please note: Anatomy and Physiology I class must be completed within the last five years prior to admission. 

5.  A cumulative college GPA of 2.5 is required.

6.  The OTA class will be selected at the end of April and notification letters will be mailed no later than May 1, 2025.   If you have not received a 
     letter from the college Allied Health Department by mid-May 2025, please contact the administrative assistant of the Allied Health and Nursing 
     Department at (618) 634-3282.

7.  Students accepted into the program must submit a completed Shawnee Community College Physical Form that demonstrates the student has the 
     physical capabilities to perform all clinical work expected of a student Occupational Therapy Assistant.  (The physical form will be provided upon 
     acceptance into the OTA program). All requested/required information must be completed and turned in to the OTA Program Director and/or 
     Academic Fieldwork Coordinator no later than August 1, 2025.  

8.  Students must complete the OTA Observation Video at the time of application. This requires written documentation to support the completion 
     of these observation experiences. The written documentation is to be submitted to the Allied Health & Nursing Department at the Ullin, IL campus. 
     If you have additional proof of job shadowing or observation, please provide that with your application

9.  Failure to comply with all deadline dates designated by the college WILL terminate the application for the class in which the applicant is seeking 
     admission.



Following notification of admission to the Occupational Therapy Assist Program, student will be responsible for completing the following:
· Students must submit to a criminal background check (at the student’s expense) 
· A felony conviction may adversely affect ability to sit for the NBCOT exam and/or attain licensure.  If you have been convicted of one of the following offenses, your application for licensure, even after having successfully completed the OTA program and graduated, by law cannot be approved and you will not receive a license:  
• An offense requiring registration under the Sex Offender Registration Act  
• An offense where the sentence imposed requires registration under the Sex Offender Registration   
  Act 
• Involuntary sexual servitude of a minor 
• Criminal battery against any patient in the course of patient care or treatment 
• A forcible felony, depending on the date of your conviction and the date of your release from 
  confinement 

· Students must submit to a drug test.(at the student’s expense)

· Students must provide proof of personal health insurance or a medical card, 

· Have a physician, PA or NP complete the Occupational therapy Assistant Physical form (at the student’s expense)

· Complete the Immunization Form to provide proof of immunizations* (*see Covid-19 Vaccination information on the following page)

· American Heart Association BLS (CPR) Healthcare Provider is a requirement of the program.  If a student is already BLS certified, a copy of the certification must be submitted with the OTA Program application.  The student will be responsible for the cost of the course, required textbook, and card. More information will be provided upon admission into the program, including dates for the course.

Applicants who are not admitted or fail to comply with required deadlines will not be admitted and the application will not be carried over for the next year.  If interested in applying for the next year’s program, a new application must be submitted.

Covid-19 Vaccination Requirements for Occupational Therapy Assistant Program

Many of our clinical partners have strict Covid-19 vaccination mandates in place without accepting exemptions, as those facilities prioritize the health and safety of colleagues, patients, infants, children, the unvaccinated and those unable to receive vaccination, and vulnerable populations. We are unable to guarantee your clinical placement at a site where the vaccine has not been mandated, therefore, we recommend you provide proof of vaccination after being accepted into the program.

Please select from the following: (please note, medical and religious exemptions may not be accepted by all clinical facilities)

· I have received, at minimum, my first dose of a Covid-19 vaccine
· I am willing to receive my Covid-19 vaccine in a timely manner if I am placed in a clinical site where it is required.

Occupational Therapy Assistant Entrance Test Procedure


The test given for entry into the Shawnee Community College Occupational Therapy Assistant program is the Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS) from the Assessment Technologies Institute, LLC (ATI).  Applicants wishing to prepare for the test can purchase the most recent TEAS Study Manual or access to online practice tests.  A combination package of the study manual and online access is also available.  Please note that these products are optional.  If you are interested in purchasing any of the items go to www.atitesting.com and click on Online Store for more information.


1.  Each applicant may take the entrance test twice between October 28, 2024 and March 27, 2025.  Any additional tests beyond the first two may not be counted.  The highest composite score of the two tests will be accepted.  A minimum of two weeks between the tests are required.  The entrance test must be taken at the Shawnee Community College Testing Center.  Exceptions may be allowed by the Dean of Allied Health and Nursing based on extenuating circumstances.  A TEAS score of 60 or greater is required.  

2.   The cost of the test is $75.00 each time it is taken and can be paid the day of the test.  

3.  The applicant should schedule the entrance test through the Shawnee College Testing Center. Please follow this link to schedule your TEAS exam. On the Testing Center page, you will see an “appointments” button. Click that to schedule your exam. If you are unable to schedule through that link, please email testing@shawneecc.edu.  The test is administered via the computers in the Testing Center.  All efforts will be made to accommodate the student in regard to scheduling, however due to the high usage of the testing center it is recommended that individuals schedule a testing time well in advance.  You must have your receipt for payment and photo ID in order to take the exam (No exceptions).  Payment is to be made at the Bursar’s Office and a receipt for payment will be given to the payee.  

4.  Upon taking the test the applicant will be given a photocopy of the test results.  The original copy of the test results will stay with the testing coordinator.  Please bring your test scores to the Allied Health and Nursing Department Administrative Assistant to be copied and placed in your application file. 

5.   Test scores are good for two years. However, a student must complete a new application form for each year 
      and submit it by the required deadline.

6.   The applicant must pay the fee for testing before or on the day of testing.  

7.   The last date for test scores and applications to be accepted for the 2025/2026 academic year is 
      March 28, 2025.


















FACT SHEET
POTENTIAL OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY ASSISTANT STUDENTS

1. Selection of the class will be completed and letters of notification will be mailed by May 1, 2025.  Potential students will receive a letter indicating their acceptance into the program or not.  Any individual not receiving a letter by May
15th, 2025 should contact the Allied Health and Nursing Department. 

2.	The length of the full-time program (excluding pre-requisite courses) is 18 months from start to finish.

3.	Students are expected to provide their own transportation to and from the campus and to and from your assigned clinic site.  The clinic sites are determined by the Academic Fieldwork Coordinator and every effort is made to minimize the drive time/mileage and to provide each student with a clinical site that is best suited for the student’s needs/personality. A student may not stay at the same clinical site throughout the program, as it is valuable for students to have varied experiences in this program.

4.	Potential Occupational Therapy Assistant students should not purchase any program related items until after they have attended the OTA informational meeting and orientation sessions which are scheduled prior to be start of classes in the spring and fall.

5.	The approximate* cost for the two-year program, including prerequisite/ general education courses is $14,850. This cost includes tuition, fees, textbooks, uniforms, equipment, and licensure application.
· Tuition (including prerequisite course): $10,590
· Textbooks: $2500
· Course Fees (board prep course, insurance, supplies, technology fees: $1950
· Uniform: $100 
· Licensure application fee *not included in above estimate* (upon completion): $530 (NBCOT Exam)
*costs subject to change and are approximate based on tuition rate, textbook fees, etc. as of 10/2/24.

The Occupational Therapy Assistant program has been chosen as a targeted program for the Perkins Grant.  This Federal Vocational Grant supplies supplemental services such as tutoring, adaptive equipment, supplies, etc. for students who would qualify as academically challenged, physically handicapped, economically disadvantaged, LEP (Limited English Proficient), and non-traditional (male) students in this targeted program.  Information on this program will be provided during the informational meeting scheduled at the end of May or beginning of June.  Students may also be qualified for additional financial assistance through the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOWA) and other local/state/federal assistance programs.

Occupational Therapy Assistant (OTA) courses have both lecture and hands-on laboratory components. Portions of the lecture section of some OTA courses are web-based. During the program, students will develop entry-level competencies necessary to provide services to persons of all ages who have functional loss due to physical, neurological, social/emotional, cognitive, or developmental disabilities. 

The profession tailors rehabilitation individually for each client. Through evaluation and treatment, it seeks to restore or improve function in occupational performance. Treatment is provided within the context of the client's life environments and relationships. Occupation may be defined as the ordinary things people do each day to work, to play, and to take care of themselves. Occupational therapy is based on the idea that our personal identity and feeling of value is closely tied to what we are able to do. We all choose many "occupational" roles that are important to us and make us excited to engage in life. When our function becomes impaired, we may lose both our independence and sense of self-worth. 

The practice of OT utilizes the therapeutic use of purposeful and meaningful occupations in treatment, as well as focusing on these occupations as the goal of treatment. OT intervention may include restoration of performance abilities; instruction in compensatory techniques; adaptation of tasks, processes, or environments; disability prevention techniques; and health promotion strategies. Occupational therapy assistants, under the supervision of an occupational therapist, will directly work with persons to achieve a maximum level of independent living by developing the capacities that remain after disease, accident, or other disability. OT serves a diverse population in a wide variety of settings such as hospitals, clinics, facilities for rehabilitation, extended and long-term care, sheltered workshops, schools, camps, private homes, physician's offices, community programs, and private practice. 

Accreditation Status 
Program graduates will qualify to sit for the National Board of Certification in Occupational Therapy, Inc. (NBCOT) national certification examination. This computer-delivered examination will be delivered on-demand, after determining eligibility. Successful completion of this exam confers the title of Certified Occupational Therapy Assistant (COTA), Illinois and most states additionally require licensure to practice, usually basing this on the NBCOT exam results.
